Early in knee replacement design, the patella is preserved and results in high anterior knee pain incidences. After knee resurfacing is introduced, this incidence is reduced, and later studies indicate that patella resurfacing improves long-term patient satisfaction and function but another complication such as patella fracture, avascular necrosis, clunk, patella implant failure appears. Many surgeons still preserve the patella, especially in patients with a small patella which is common in the Asian population. However, patella resurfacing in knee replacement remains debatable among the Asian population. There is no clear guideline to choose debridement with patellar resurfacing or preserving the patella. The purpose of this case report is to present a case of PCC that developed after a knee replacement and to discuss the options of debridement with patellar resurfacing vs patella preserving.
